Lesson Plan Ideas: Read book. Discuss some of the questions. See the attached “Defining and
Discussing Death.” There are excellent discussion starters including having the children define
and then discuss loss. There is a simple play for older children to act out for the smaller kids.

Materials: Multiple copies of the play, dress up clothes and props, paper, pencils
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
